1. Take turns to give a brief life update – one good, 
one bad, and one ‘what I think God has been up to 
in my life.’

3. The speaker interpreted the text’s use of two 
controversial examples not as justifying suffering but 
of following Jesus in loving enemies. What verses in 
the text support this claim? 

4. How does the fact that this message of “enemy 
love in suffering”, written by Peter, make a 
difference?

5. A problem of contemporary American life is that it 
is easy to rid enemies – by unfollowing on social 
media, ghosting (ignoring), changing cell groups, etc. 
How can we love like Jesus has loved us in our 
context? Who are our enemies and what are we 
doing to love (and perhaps even be near) them?
