Point #1: Prayer is Communion with God

Luke 5:16 (NIV) – “But Jesus often withdrew to 
lonely places and prayed.”

How can we cultivate a rich and meaningful prayer 
like Jesus?

1. Pray (alone) often

2. Find your place (eremos)

Point #2: Prayer is a Conversation with God

Engaging in prayer conversation with God requires:

1. Talking to God

2. Listening to God

How do we listen to God:

1. Through His Word

2. By His Spirit

Breaking the Ice:

• Who is someone who has most shaped or 
modeled prayer for you in your life? What is 
one thing you noticed or learned about 
prayer from them?

Digging Deeper:

Point #1: Prayer is Communion with God

• Luke 5:16 (NIV) reads, “But Jesus often 
withdrew to lonely places and 
prayed.”  What is the actual word here for 
“lonely places” and why do you think the 
NIV translated as such?

• Where is your eremos - your place of 
solitude where you can go to be alone with 
God, and why?

Point #2: Prayer is a Conversation with God

• Jesus modeled prayer as both speaking and 
listening (see John 8:26–28). Which part of 
prayer feels more natural for you - talking or 
listening? Why?

• What does “listening to God” in prayer 
practically look like in your life?
