Genesis 47:27 – “Thus Israel settled in the land of 
Egypt, in the land of Goshen. And they gained 
possessions in it, and were fruitful and multiplied 
greatly.”

Exodus 1:7 – “But the people of Israel were fruitful 
and increased greatly; they multiplied and grew 
exceedingly strong, so that the land was filled 
with them.”

Exodus 1:11 – “Therefore they set taskmasters over 
them to afflict them with heavy burdens.”

Exodus 2:23-25 – “And the people of Israel groaned 
because of their slavery and cried out for help. 
Their cry for rescue from slavery came up to God. 
24 And God heard their groaning, and God 
remembered his covenant with Abraham, with 
Isaac, and with Jacob. 25 God saw the people of 
Israel—and God knew.”
