Share about one “burning bush moment” that you 
had with God from this past week.  

Digging Deeper: 

#1 – God leverages our past experiences to train us 
for His calling

• How have you seen God use something from 
your past—whether a strength, a hardship, or 
even a failure—to prepare you for what you’re 
doing now?

#2 – God uses our present experiences to prepare us 
for His calling

• In what ways do you sense God is shaping or 
training you in your current season of life? How 
can you lean into that process instead of resisting 
it?

#3 – God uses seasons of hiddenness to develop us 
for His calling

• Have you ever been in a “hidden” season—where 
your efforts or faithfulness felt unnoticed? What 
were some lessons that God was teaching you 
during that time? What is one thing that He was 
trying to develop or form in you through that 
season of hiddenness?

Application:

• In this season of your life, what does it look like 
to be faithful and present in the ordinary, 
everyday rhythms of life? Identify one specific 
area where you can practice greater faithfulness 
this week, and then close by praying for one 
another in those commitments.
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
