Sermon Series: Nehemiah: Rebuild, Restore, Renew 

The Grace of Confession: Nehemiah 9

9 Now on the twenty-fourth day of this month the people of Israel were assembled with fasting 

and in sackcloth, and with earth on their heads. 2 And the Israelites separated themselves from all 

foreigners and stood and confessed their sins and the iniquities of their fathers. 



6 “You are the LORD, you alone. You have made heaven, the heaven of heavens, with all their 

host, the earth and all that is on it, the seas and all that is in them; and you preserve all of them; 

and the host of heaven worships you. 7 You are the LORD, the God who chose Abram and brought 

him out of Ur of the Chaldeans and gave him the name Abraham. 8 You found his heart faithful 

before you, and made with him the covenant to give to his offspring the land of the Canaanite, the 

Hittite, the Amorite, the Perizzite, the Jebusite, and the Girgashite. And you have kept your 

promise, for you are righteous. 9 “And you saw the affliction of our fathers in Egypt and heard their 

cry at the Red Sea, 10 and performed signs and wonders against Pharaoh and all his servants and 

all the people of his land, for you knew that they acted arrogantly against our fathers. And you 

made a name for yourself, as it is to this day.  
16 “But they and our fathers acted presumptuously and stiffened their neck and did not obey your 

commandments. 17 They refused to obey and were not mindful of the wonders that you performed 

among them, but they stiffened their neck and appointed a leader to return to their slavery in 

Egypt. But you are a God ready to forgive, gracious and merciful, slow to anger and abounding in 

steadfast love, and did not forsake them. 18 Even when they had made for themselves a golden calf 

and said, ‘This is your God who brought you up out of Egypt,’ and had committed great 

blasphemies, 19 you in your great mercies did not forsake them in the wilderness. The pillar of 

cloud to lead them in the way did not depart from them by day, nor the pillar of fire by night to 

light for them the way by which they should go. 20 You gave your good Spirit to instruct them and 

did not withhold your manna from their mouth and gave them water for their thirst. 
26 “Nevertheless, they were disobedient and rebelled against you and cast your law behind their 

back and killed your prophets, who had warned them in order to turn them back to you, and they 

committed great blasphemies. 27 Therefore you gave them into the hand of their enemies, who 

made them suffer. And in the time of their suffering they cried out to you and you heard them from 

heaven, and according to your great mercies you gave them saviors who saved them from the hand 

of their enemies. 28 But after they had rest they did evil again before you, and you abandoned them 

to the hand of their enemies, so that they had dominion over them. Yet when they turned and cried 

to you, you heard from heaven, and many times you delivered them according to your mercies.  
38 “Because of all this we make a firm covenant in writing; on the sealed document are the names 

of our princes, our Levites, and our priests.
