unrighteousness. 1° If we say we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in
us.

Personal Confession of Sin

Corporate Confession of Sin:

Unison: Loving God, you rode a donkey and came in peace, humbled yourself and gave
yourself for us. We confess our lack of humility. As you entered Jerusalem,
the crowds shouted “Hosanna: Save us now!” On Good Friday they shouted
“Crucify!” We confess our praise is often empty. We sing “Hosanna,” but cry
“Crucify.” As the crowd laid their palms in front of you, you took no glory for
yourself. We confess that we want to be accepted and take the easy way. We
do not stay true to your will. Forgive us, Lord, and help us to follow in the way
of obedience. Amen.

Assurance of Pardon: 1 John 2:1-2
My little children, I am writing these things to you so that you may not sin. But if anyone
does sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. 2 He is the
propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only but also for the sins of the whole world.
