When Jesus was tempted in the wilderness how did he defeat Satan? By quoting scripture, and all three times He
quoted from the book of Deuteronomy. In fact, Jesus quoted more from Deuteronomy than any book but
Psalms. Deuteronomy is perhaps the Old Testament book with the most didactic style; it is Moses' final
instructions to Israel. While written to Israel, there is much in it to teach us about God, what He expects of us, and
how to follow Him.
