We believe that in order to preserve the function and integrity of the Church as
the local Body of Christ, and to provide a biblical role model to the Church
members and the community, all persons employed by the Church in any
capacity, or who serve as volunteers, must abide by and agree to the Statement
of Faith and conduct themselves accordingly.

We believe that God intends sexual intimacy
to only occur between a man and a woman who are married to each other. We
believe that God has commanded that no intimate sexual activity be engaged in
outside of a marriage between a man and a woman.
