The Anniston Hot Blast News-
paper reported on Sunday,
September 10, 1905 about
“Impressive Ceremonies” at
Piedmont Baptist Church with
the laying of Corner Stone at
the new 1905 Piedmont Baptist
Church. The ceremonies
attendant to the occasion were
very impressive and about
2,000 persons were present.
The church will cost $3,000
and will be one of the hand-
somest edifices in that section
of the state. The congregation
sold their old church, the
Coosa Manufacturing
Company for $500. Rev. R.J.
Wells is the pastor of the
church, dividing his time
between the Piedmont and
Oxanna Churches.
