The Question You Can’t Afford to Ignore 

Hebrews 2:3 

September 2025 

Key Verse 

“How shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation?” – Hebrews 2:3 

Introduction 

- Some questions remain unanswered: How deep is the ocean? How wide is space? How long is eternity? 

- But here is the unanswerable question: 

  → How shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation? 

- Only one response matters: Will I accept or neglect God’s offer of salvation? 

Main Points 

1. What Is Salvation? 

- Deliverance from the penalty of sin (judgment → heaven) 

- Deliverance from the power of sin (chains broken) 

- Deliverance from the presence of sin (a future free from sin’s reach) 

2. What’s So Great About Salvation? 

1. The price paid — Jesus gave His life. 

2. The reach — whoever believes can be saved. 

3. The message — simple and clear. 

4. The change — a new life in Christ. 

5. The fellowship — a family of believers. 

6. The faithfulness — Christ never fails. 

7. The permanence — secure forever. 

3. From What Do We Escape? 

- Guilt of the past 

- Fear of the future 

- Condemnation of hell 

- The fire of judgment 

- Tribulation and wrath 

- The judgment of the Great White Throne 

Conclusion – The Great Escape 

- You can neglect many things in life — but you cannot afford to neglect salvation. 

- The unanswerable question: “How shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation?” 

- The answer: We won’t. 

- The invitation: Escape to Jesus today.
