THE LIGHTING OF THE PASCHAL CANDLE

Dear friends in Christ: On this most holy night, in which our
Lord Jesus passed over from death to life, the Church invites
her members, dispersed throughout the world, to gather in
vigil and prayer. For this is the Passover of the Lord, in
which, by hearing his Word and celebrating his Sacraments,
we share in his victory over death.

Let us pray.

Eternal God, who made this most holy night to shine with
the brightness of your one true light: sanctify this new fire,
we pray, and so set us aflame with the fire of your love, that
with pure hearts and kindled affections we may attain to the
radiance of your heavenly glory; through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.

The Celebrant traces the cross, Alpha and Omega, and year saying:

Tracing the cross Christ yesterday and today, the
beginning and the end.
