 Psalm 8:2 – from the mouth of babes…  Fulfilled Matthew 21:15-16 

 Matthew 11:25 – hidden from the wise and learned but revealed to the little children 
 Matthew 18:3 – unless you become as little children you cannot enter the kingdom 
 Luke 18:16 – let the little children come to me 

24. Jesus Was Not Believed 

 Isaiah 53:1 – who has believed our report John 12:37 – even with miracles they did not 

 John 1: 11 – He came to His own, but they did not receive Him 
 John 5:39-47 – you do not believe 
 John 8:45 – you do not believe 
 John 12:37 – He did many signs, but they did not believe 
 Acts 7:51ff – Stephen’s rebuke of the Pharisees 

25. Betrayed by a Close Friend 

 Psalm 41:9 – close friend lifts heel against Fulfilled Luke 22:47-48 – betrayed with a  
           kiss 

o Judas Iscariot 
 Matt 26:14ff – betrays Jesus 
 Matt 27:3 – hung himself 
 Only disciple not from Galilee (from Jerusalem) 

26. Thirty Pieces of Silver 

 Zechariah 11:12     Fulfilled Matthew 16:15 

27. Falsely Accused 

 Psalm 35:11     Fulfilled Mark 14:57 

 Matthew 26:59 – Jesus before Caiaphas  
 John 18:28-30 – Jesus before Pilate 
 John 18:38 – I find no guilt in this man 
 John 19:1ff – Jesus before Pilate 

 

 

 



28. Silent before His Accusers 

 Isaiah 53:7     Fulfilled Mark 15:4-5 

 Matthew 26:63 – Jesus silent before Caiaphas 
 Acts 8:30-36 – Philip and the Ethiopian eunuch 

29. Spat on and Struck 

 Isaiah 50:6     Fulfilled Matthew 26:67 

30. Hated without a Cause     

 Psalm 35:19     John 15:24-25 

 John 7:7 – I testify that the words deeds are evil 
 John 15:19 – why the world will also hate us. 
 John 15:23 – who hates me hates my father also 

31. Vicarious Sacrifice (substitutionary) 

 Isaiah 53:5     Fulfilled Romans 5:6,8 

 Genesis 22 - akedah – sacrifice of Isaac 
 Isaiah 53:1-12 – the suffering servant 
 John 1:29 – lamb of God to take away the sins of the world 
 Mark 10:45 – Jesus himself – a ransom for many 
 1 Peter 1:18-19 – redeemed with blood so Jesus 
 John 3:16 – gave His only son 
 Hebrews 2:9, 17 – Jesus tasted death for everyone, a propitiation for sin 
 Hebrews 9:11-15 – blood of Jesus  

32. Crucified with malefactors 

 Isaiah 53:12     Fulfilled Mark 15:27-28
