January 8, 2022 — Epiphany Sunday

Gold for Christmastide
Christmastide runs from Christmas Day until Epiphany Sunday. It is a
celebration of the birth and incarnation of Jesus Christ, the Son of God, true
God and true man. While many Christians recognize Christmas as a
celebration of Jesus' birth, the season is also a time to celebrate the
incarnation, that is, God becoming human in the person of Jesus. This season
is commonly referred to as the twelve days of Christmas.



Call to Worship: Daniel 4:34-35

We read God'’s Word, the Bible, together. It reminds us of who God is and what He expects
from us.

Leader: His dominion is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom endures
from generation to generation; all the inhabitants of the earth are accounted
as nothing, and he does according to His will, and none can say to Him, "What
have you done?"

People: We praise and extols and honor you, King of heaven! All Your
works are right and Your ways are just; and those who walk in pride You
are able to humble.

Song of Ascent
The first song we sing together guides us as we "go up" or approach the presence of God to
worship Him. This song is meant to rouse us to worship and awaken our hearts.

Reading of the Law: Deuteronomy 4:23-24
While the law cannot justify us or make us righteous; it is a teacher given to lead us to Christ, the
fulfiller of the law.

Take care, lest you forget the covenant of the LORD your God, which he made
with you, and make a carved image, the form of anything that the LORD your
God has forbidden you. For the LORD your God is a consuming fire, a jealous
God.

Prayer of Adoration and Confession
We pray together, praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to
live up to what He expects of us (Confession).

Assurance of Pardon: Luke 1:51-54
We read God'’s Word together and are reminded that grace and mercy are freely given to all who
have faith in Jesus Christ.

He has shown strength with his arm; he has scattered the proud in the
thoughts of their hearts; he has brought down the mighty from their thrones
and exalted those of humble estate; he has filled the hungry with good things,
and the rich he has sent away empty. He has helped his servant Israel, in
remembrance of his mercy.

Greeting
In Jesus, we have not only been reconciled to God, we have also been reconciled to one another.
Therefore, we greet one another as brothers and sisters.

Songs of Praise and Celebration
Our response to God'’s free grace is celebratory worship. We express our praise to God for who
He is and what He has done to save us

James 4:1-10 (see insert)

Confession of Faith: The Apostles’ Creed
As an expression of our faith in Jesus Christ in solidarity with his people, we declare the
substance of what we believe.

We believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth. We
believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by
the Holy Spirit, and born of the virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontus
Pilate, was crucified dead and buried; He descended into hell. The third
day He rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and is seated
at the right hand of God the Father Almighty. From there He will come to
judge the living and the dead. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy
catholic (universal) church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of
sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen.

Sacrament of Communion

The ritual meal of Communion is a sign and seal of the grace we have in Jesus. That is, it
symbolizes the work Christ did for our salvation (sign) and communicates the grace and mercy
we have been given (seal) as a result of His death and resurrection.

Song of Response & Sending
We respond to the good news of God’s mercy and grace by singing again of His goodness and
greatness.

Doxology (Romans 11)

Benediction
Because the hand of God'’s wrath was raised against Jesus, we now receive the hand of God'’s
blessing as we are sent out to live our lives to the glory of God.

May the LORD bless you and keep you;
May the LORD make His face to shine upon you and be gracious to you;
May the LORD turn His face toward you and give you His peace,
Both now and forevermore. Amen.

Proclamation of God's Word

A small portion of God'’s Word is explained to us and applied to our own lives.

1 What causes quarrels and what causes fights among you? Is it not this, that
your passions are at war within you? 2 You desire and do not have, so you
murder. You covet and cannot obtain, so you fight and quarrel. You do not
have, because you do not ask. 3 You ask and do not receive, because you ask
wrongly, to spend it on your passions. 4 You adulterous people! Do you not
know that friendship with the world is enmity with God? Therefore whoever
wishes to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God. 5 Or do you
suppose it is to no purpose that the Scripture says, "He yearns jealously over
the spirit that he has made to dwell in us"? 6 But he gives more grace.
Therefore it says, "God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.” 7
Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.
8 Draw near to God, and he will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you
sinners, and purify your hearts, you double-minded. 9 Be wretched and mourn
and weep. Let your laughter be turned to mourning and your joy to gloom. 10
Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will exalt you.
