April 23, 2023 — Third Sunday of Easter

Gold for Eastertide

All the hopes and expectations of Christians are realized in the resurrection of
Jesus Christ from the dead, making Easter the most celebrative day of the
church year. Because the good news of Easter can hardly be contained in a
single day’s celebration, Easter is only the first of fifty days of Eastertide— the
season leading up to Pentecost. This season is designed for extended
celebration, exploring the ramifications of Easter for the redemption of all
creation, and for joyful Christian living.



Call to Worship: Isaiah 52:7-10

We read God'’s Word, the Bible, together. It reminds us of who God is and what He expects
from us.

ALL: How beautiful on the mountains are the feet of those who bring
(gospel); who publish peace, who bring good news of happiness, who
say to Zion, "Your God reigns."

Leader: Break forth together in singing, for the Lord has comforted His people;
he has redeemed.

ALL: The Lord has bared his holy arm before the eyes of all the nations,
and all the ends of the earth shall see the salvation of our God.

Song of Ascent
The first song we sing together guides us as we "go up" or approach the presence of God to
worship Him. This song is meant to rouse us to worship and awaken our hearts.

Come Behold the Wondrous Mystery

Reading of the Law: Galatians 5:6
While the law cannot justify us or make us righteous; it is a teacher given to lead us to Christ, the
fulfiller of the law.

Forin Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision counts for anything,
but only faith working through love.

Prayer of Adoration and Confession
We pray together, praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to
live up to what He expects of us (Confession).

Song of Repentance

In this song of repentance we acknowledge our sin and our need of a Savior.

From the Depths of Woe (Psalm 130)

Assurance of Pardon: Romans 4:3-8
We read God'’s Word together and are reminded that grace and mercy are freely given to all who
have faith in Jesus Christ.

For what does the Scripture say? “"Abraham believed God, and it was counted
to him as righteousness.” Now to the one who works, his wages are not
counted as a gift but as his due. And to the one who does not work but
believes in him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is counted as
righteousness, just as David also speaks of the blessing of the one to whom
God counts righteousness apart from works: "Blessed are those whose
lawless deeds are forgiven, and whose sins are covered; blessed is the man
against whom the Lord will not count his sin.”
