Gold for Eastertide

All the hopes and expectations of Christians are realized in the resurrection
of Jesus Christ from the dead, making Easter the most celebrative day of the
church year. Because the good news of Easter can hardly be contained in a
single day's celebration, Easter is only the first of fifty days of Eastertide—
the season leading up to Pentecost. This season is designed for extended
celebration, exploring the ramifications of Easter for the redemption of all
creation, and for joyful Christian living.



Call to Worship: Hebrews 10:19, 22-23

We read God'’s Word, the Bible, together. It reminds us of who God is and what He expects
from us.

Leader: Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the holy
places by the blood of Jesus, let us draw near with a true heart in full
assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and
our bodies washed with pure water.

People: Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for
he who promised is faithful.

22 A man of wrath stirs up strife, and one given to anger causes much
transgression.
