
1)  Discover Revolve - TODAY! 
For those of you who signed up for for Discover Revolve, 
don't forget to stay after the 11:00 gathering TODAY for a 
time with Pastor Bill and the church's leadership. Over 
lunch, you will hear about Revolve's passion, purpose, and 
personality, as well as get to ask any questions that you 
might have. 

2)  Ministry Trip to Indonesia 
We will have to know for sure whether or not you plan to go 
to Indonesia by February 1. 
On or around the first two weeks of November 2016, we will 
be taking a team to Indonesia to work alongside our 
ministry partners who are bringing the gospel to 
unreached Muslim populations. Some fast facts about this 
trip: 
- The trip will be 14 days long since it will take 4 days to 
travel there and back. 
- The total cost should be around $2000, but this could 
change. 
- We will aim to bring between 6 and 10 people. 

Applications will be required.

3)  Ministry Trip to Czech Republic 
We will have to know for sure whether or not you plan to go 
to the Czech Republic by February 1, 2016. 
During the first full week of July, we will be taking another 
team to teach English and share the gospel with our church 
planting partners in the Czech Republic. Some fast facts 
about the trip: 

- The trip will be about 7 to 9 days long depending on 
travel expenses. 
- The total cost will be around $500 plus airfare.  
-  We will aim to bring between 6 and 10 people.    
Teenagers are welcome to attend.
