DISCIPLESHIP GROUPS:  PRIMING THE PUMP 

START READING THE BIBLE IN 2016
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HEAR THE GOOD NEWS:   Colossians 4:5-18 

THE POINT:   Even our ability to serve God is a gift from God and a 
stewardship entrusted to us, so, serve well by serving thankfully, serving 
joyfully, and serving gloriously! 

EMBRACE THE GOOD NEWS:   
1) What does this passage teach about God? (His commands, his  
expectations, his characteristics, his desires) 
 a) You can answer this question by looking at what Paul commends as 
people who are fulfilling their calling. 
2) What does this passage teach about man in his natural, unspiritual state?  
(His failures, his tendencies, his struggles) 
3) What does this passage teach about God’s expectations for followers of 
Jesus (The way we are called to follow him, the grace we receive from God, 
etc.) 
4) With what we’ve discussed, try to summarize the passage in your own 
words as if you were explaining it to a friend. 

LIVE THE GOOD NEWS: 
1) What does this passage mean for disciples who make disciples? 
2) What does it mean for leaders who make more leaders? 
3) How does this passage impact the way that you live out the Good News in 
your home and in your relationships with friends and family? 
 a)  Parents: How can you model these truths to your kids and help them to  
understand these complex concepts? 
4) How does it impact the way that you weave the thread of the gospel as you  
interact with your church family? In our local community? To the ends of the  
earth? 
5) Come up with 1-3 “I will” statements in response to this passage that  
address the way you view God or the way that you live your life.
