Made peace - Col 1:19-20 For it pleased the Father that in Him all the fullness should dwell, and by Him to reconcile all things to Himself, by Him, whether things on earth or things in heaven, having made peace through the blood of His cross
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Gave us peace with God - Rom 5:1 Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,

Gave Himself as our peace with others - Eph 2:13-14 But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down the middle wall of separation,

Came and proclaimed the good news of peace - Eph 2:17 (CSB) He came and proclaimed the good news of peace to you who were far away and peace to those who were near.

Guides us into the way of peace - Lu 1:78-79 Because of the tender mercy of our God, 
With which the Sunrise from on high will visit us, TO SHINE UPON THOSE WHO SIT IN DARKNESS AND THE SHADOW OF DEATH, To guide our feet into the way of peace.”

Keeps us in perfect peace by His everlasting strength - Isa 26:3-4 You will keep him in perfect peace, Whose mind is stayed on You, Because he trusts in You.  ​​Trust in the LORD forever, ​​For in YAH, the LORD, is everlasting strength.

Speaks to calm our wind and waves - Mark 4:39, 41 And He got up and rebuked the wind and said to the sea, “Hush, be still.” And the wind died down and it became perfectly calm. …  They became very much afraid and said to one another, “Who then is this, that even the wind and the sea obey Him?”

Guards our hearts and minds - Phil 4:6-7 Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. And the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

Grants us peace continually in every circumstance - 2 Thes 3:16 Now may the Lord of peace Himself continually grant you peace in every circumstance. The Lord be with you all!

Left peace with us and gave peace to us - Jn 14:27 Peace I leave with you; My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Do not let your heart be troubled, nor let it be fearful.

Leads us with peace - Isa 55:12 (because of the operating Word from God’s mouth) “For you will go out with joy and be led forth with peace;

Gives peace and sleep - Ps 4:8 I will both lie down in peace, and sleep; For You alone, O LORD, make me dwell in safety

Blesses us with peace – Ps 29:10-11 ​​The LORD sat enthroned at the Flood, ​​And the LORD sits as King forever. ​​The LORD will give strength to His people; The LORD will bless His people with peace.
Abundant and eternal peace Ps 72:7 In His days the righteous shall flourish, and abundance of peace, Until the moon is no more.
Speaks peace to us - Ps 85:8 I will hear what God the LORD will say; For He will speak peace to His people, to His godly ones; 
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Speaks peace in our speaking – Lu 24:35-36 And they told about the things that had happened on the road, and how He was known to them in the breaking of bread. Now as they said these things, Jesus Himself stood in the midst of them, and said to them, “Peace to you.” 

Equips us and works in us what is pleasing to Him - Heb 13:20-21 Now the God of peace, who brought up from the dead the great Shepherd of the sheep through the blood of the eternal covenant, even Jesus our Lord, equip you in every good thing to do His will, working in us that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be the glory forever and ever. Amen.

Sanctifies us completely - 1 Thes 5:23-24 Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. He who calls you is faithful, who also will do it.

Our Invitation from The Prince of Peace: be with Me where I am

Peace multiplied in the knowledge of Him - 2 Pet 1:2 Grace to you and peace be multiplied in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord;

Follow our example - Phil 4:9 The things which you learned and received and heard and saw in me, these do, and the God of peace will be with you. (see “things” in Phil 3:12-15 – … I press on, that I may lay hold of that for which Christ Jesus has also laid hold of me…)
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Peace in our minds - Rom 8:6 For the mind set on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace,

Sow peace in our speaking - James 3:18 (conclusion of section about our speaking) Now the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace by those who make peace. 

Proclaiming Peace - Isa 52:7 How beautiful upon the mountains ​​Are the feet of him who brings good news, ​​who proclaims peace, who brings glad tidings of good things, ​​Who proclaims salvation, Who says to Zion, “Your God reigns!” 

Maintaining peace with others - Eph 4:1b-3 walk in a manner worthy of the calling to which you have been called, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in love, eager to maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.

Let the peace of Christ rule - Col 3:15 Let the peace of Christ rule (act as arbiter) in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body; and be thankful.
 
Have church life - 2 Cor 13:11 Finally, brethren, rejoice, be made complete, be comforted, be like-minded, live in peace; and the God of love and peace will be with you.
