1 CORINTHIANS 3

When we boast in men such as Paul or Apollos or Cephas (Peter), we create divisions in the Body
of Christ by lifting up one servant above another. We risk remaining babes and infants in Christ by
missing out on the full measure of Christ and His riches dwelling in all the servants and members
of Christ. We rob ourselves of apprehending with all the saints the depth and breadth and height
and length of the knowledge-surpassing love of Christ. Thus we remain fleshly and carnal rather
than maturing as spiritual men and women of God. We stifle our growth which God alone can
cause. We also risk building with wood, hay and stubble which can destroy the temple of God,
which is holy, and cause us to lose a reward at the judgement seat of Christ.
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3 And |, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual men, but as to men of flesh, as to infants
in Christ. 21 gave you milk to drink, not solid food; for you were not yet able to receive it. Indeed,
even now you are not yet able, 3 for you are still fleshly. For since there is jealousy and strife
among you, are you not fleshly, and are you not walking like mere men? * For when one says,
“l am of Paul,” and another, “l am of Apollos,” are you not mere men? 5What then is Apollos?
And what is Paul? Servants through whom you believed, even as the Lord gave opportunity to
each one. °| planted, Apollos watered, but God was causing the gfowth. ”So then neither the
one who plants nor the one who waters is anything, but God who causes the growth. ¢ Now he
who plants and he who waters are one; but each will receive his own reward according to his
own labor. ° For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, God’s building.

19 According to the grace of God which was given to me, like a wise master builder | laid a
foundation, and another is building on it. But each man must be careful how he builds on it.

1 For no man can lay a foundation other than the one which is laid, which is Jesus Christ. 12 Now
if any man builds on the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, 13 each
man’s work will become evident; for the day will show it because it is to be revealed with fire,
and the fire itself will test the quality of each man’s work. 2 If any man’s work which he has built
on it remains, he will receive a reward. 1*If any man’s work is burned up, he will suffer loss; but
he himself will be saved, yet so as through fire.

16 Do you not know that you are a temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you? 7 If
any man destroys the temple of God, God will destroy him, for the temple of God is holy,
and that is what you are.




'8 Let no man deceive himself. If any man among you thinks that he is wise in this age, he must
become foolish, so that he may become wise. 1° For the wisdom of this world is foolishness
before God. For it is written, “He is the one who catches the wise in their craftiness”; 2° and
again, “The Lord knows the reasonings of the wise, that they are useless.” 2! So then let no one
boast in men. For all things belong to you,  whether Paul or Apollos or Cephas or the world or
life or death or things present or things to come; all things belong to you, 22 and you belong to
Christ; and Christ belongs to God.

2 CORINTHIANS 4

7But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, so that the surpassing greatness of the power will
be of God and not from ourselves; 8 we are afflicted in every way, but not crushed; perplexed, but
not despairing; ® persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, but not destroyed; °always carrying
about in the body the dying of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our body.
11 For we who live are constantly being delivered over to death for Jesus’ sake, so that the life of
Jesus also may be manifested in our mortal flesh. 2So death works in us, but life in you.

13 But having the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, “I believed, therefore | spoke,”
we also believe, therefore we also speak, *knowing that He who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us
also with Jesus and will present us with you. For all things are for your sakes, so that the grace
which is spreading to more and more people may cause the giving of thanks to abound to the
glory of God. **Therefore we do not lose heart, but though our outer man is decaying, yet our
inner man is being renewed day by day. ” For momentary, light affliction is producing for us an
eternal weight of glory far beyond all comparison, 2 while we look not at the things which are
seen, but at the things which are not seen; for the things which are seen are temporal, but the
things which are not seen are eternal.

ROMANS 8

18 For | consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with
the glory that is to be revealed to us.

28 And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God,
to those who are called according to His purpose. 2° For those whom He foreknew, He also
predestined to become conformed to the image of His Son, so that He would be the firstborn
among many brethren; 3°and these whom He predestined, He also called; and these whom He
called, He also justified; and these whom He justified, He also glorified.
