LORD, lift up
the light of Your countenance upon us. You have put gladness in my
heart, More than in the season that their grain and wine increased I will
both lie down in peace, and sleep; For You alone, a LORD, make me
dwell in safety. " (Psalms 4:6-8, NKJV)

Sometimes-not often, but sometimes-we need a reminder. We get to
feeling like David in Psalm 4:6. We look around and there is nothing
good to see. Bad news here, worrisome things there, we feel like we're
surrounded and overwhelmed by despair.
