NEW SERMON SERIES:
CHURCH ON FIRE

Title: Gather for Fire
Preacher: The Rev. Alfred T.K. Zadig, Jr.

Today, we enter week two of our six week sermon series on “Church on Fire.”
Week one was: “Getting Ready for the Fire” by asking for an encounter with
Jesus (remembering that any organization can show what people can do; only
the church can show the world what Christ can do).

Today, our focus is on “Gathering for the Fire.” One thing is required for us
to experience the full manifestation of Christ...we must SHOW UP, we must
GATHER! Being a fruitful Christian in isolation is like thinking I can play

on a football team without ever showing up for practices and the game. It
sounds so limited, but truly, sometimes the most courageous, the bravest and
most critical thing you can do is just-plain-show-up. As one said: “Show up
messy, show up imperfect, but just keep showing up”... After all, life isn’t
about avoiding the bruises. It’s collecting the scars to prove we showed up for
it! So, today, gather with me in that upper room to see what Jesus can do!

The Invitation

The congregation will now receive communion at the rail, kneeling at the rail for the wafer and
cup, or receiving a mini-chalice (to be consumed at the rail, mini-chalices will no longer be avail-
able in January). Holy Communion is open to all baptized Christians. Everyone is invited to
sing during communion. Personal prayer with St. Michael’s prayer ministers is available during
communion and after the service in the Prayer Pews in the North and/or South Aisle, located in

the front corners, to the left and right of the altar.

The Lord’s Prayer, so called
because Jesus gave this prayer to
His disciples as an example of
how to pray, has been a part of
Eucharistic liturgies since year

400 A.D. The link between our
daily bread and the spiritual food
we receive in the Eucharist is

very ancient. In the context of the
liturgy, the words “give us this day
our daily bread” refer both to our
daily needs as well as the “bread of
Heaven” which we receive in the
Eucharist.

During Communion: When we
gather together, we remember the
presence of Jesus. By repeating

the words and actions of Jesus’ last
meal with His disciples, we join

the story and make it our own. We
don’t just watch the drama or listen
to it unfold, we enter into the story
as we, too, take the bread and wine
and eat and drink.

As you approach the rail, you may
choose to receive the bread and
wine from the cup at the rail, or
indicate you want a mini-chalice by
placing your right hand over your
heart. Please consume the elements
in the mini-chalice at the altar rail.

* Gluten Free Wafers are
Available: If you need a gluten
free wafer, please indicate this at
the altar rail by placing your hand
over your heart.

Those at the rail will receive the
bread in their hands, eat the bread,
and then guide the chalice to their

lips for a sip of the wine.

Note: Due to a mandate by the
Bishop, the mini-chalices will no
longer be used.

Those seated upstairs will need
to come downstairs to receive
communion at the rail
