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About Today's Music

Sung today in two parts (at the Introit and Offertory) is Mendelssohn’s short cantata
“Hear My Prayer.” This once-standard work of Anglican choral repertoire has been
largely forgotten today. Originally composed in German from Psalm 55 (Hor’ mein
Bizten), the work premiered in London in 1845. The piece intricately weaves a dra-
matic soprano solo around the four-part chorus to great lyrical and melodic effect.

‘The soprano soloist, the “narrator,” speaks in the voice of King David, who in despair
cries out to God for protection as he feels surrounded by his enemies. The second
part of the first movement programmatically sets opposing forces against David as
the chorus reiterates the narrator’s pleas.

The second movement displays a contemplative motif wherein the narrator tells us
that if he might fly away E‘om his predicament, he would seek a place of rest and
solace in which to spend the rest of his days. The chorus echoes the narrator to superb
effect. Enjoy this rare gem of our musical heritage.
