BUILDING FOR HOPE 
Greetings from the SCC Building For Hope Team! 

As most of you are aware, SCC went “all in” when we had the opportunity to be a part of the first cohort of Building For Hope  

(B4H) at the beginning of this year.  This is a two-year commitment and as hard as it is to believe, we are already nearing the end of 

the first year. 

Throughout the past year, SCC has formed a six-member B4H Team from within our congregation (Jim Goben, Carman Goben, 

Evelyn Jones, Beverly McGahee, Jim Judkins, and Bracey Parr). Beginning the year under the guidance and leadership of Rev. Dr. 

Tracy Hartman, we now continue with Pastor D.J. Waltz at the helm. Just recently Jim Goben, Carman Goben, and Pastor Waltz 

attended the final 2-1/2 day in-person plenary session in Alexandria with 12 other churches from across the country. As always, it 

was an incredibly informative, uplifting, and rejuvenating experience. While we will certainly miss all the great new friends we’ve 

made throughout the year, we know that we will still engage with them virtually throughout 2026 as we continue to discern what 

God would have us do at SCC and put some things in motion. 

And our SCC B4H Team is prepared to do just that….put some things in motion. At our last meeting on October 12 th, we all agreed 

on an initial social enterprise plan and it is our intention to bring our ideas before the congregation soon! In the meantime, we would 

like to share with you a few things we’ve learned along this journey: 

1. We are not alone. Every church in the first cohort of B4H had basically the same story to tell: they have large church 

buildings with declining congregations, they have A LOT of unused spaces within their church buildings, and while they all do 

incredible mission work, they feel that there is more they could do. 

2. Not every community is the same and, therefore, the needs of those communities vary. It is up to us, as a church of God and 

disciples of Jesus Christ, to determine what those needs are in our own community and find ways to fulfill them. 

3. This journey of creating a social enterprise is a marathon, not a sprint. It may take several more months, or even years, to 

get where we want to be. And we may have several failures along the way. But we will overcome them with God’s help and 

continue to forge ahead. 

4. This isn’t rocket science, but it is heart surgery! Working toward a social enterprise that will better serve our community 

has the potential to profoundly impact the hearts of many!  

5. What is SCC’s passion and what do we want our legacy to be? These two questions were asked by the Senior Pastor at Old 

Town Community Church to each of the churches in attendance at the very beginning of our first in-person meeting in 

February. He followed that up with this question: “If your church were to shutter its windows and permanently lock its doors 

tomorrow, who in your community would miss it? 

While we still have a lot of work to do and decisions to make, we feel that we are on the right track and look forward to seeing 

God’s plan (not ours) unfold. Thank you and God bless you all for your support and prayers!
