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Isaiah 43:1-2 reads,
“But now thus says the Lord,
he who created you, O Jacob,
he who formed you, O Israel:
Do not fear, for | have redeemed you;
| have called you by name; you are mine.
2When you pass through the waters, | will be with you,
and through the rivers, they shall not overwhelm you;
when you walk through fire you shall not be burned,
and the flame shall not consume you.”

Pastor’s Column

This was a passage | used to read to my patients when | worked in hospice as a chaplain. In fact, one of
my patients actually told me to read it to her as it was one of her favorite passages of scripture. The
context for this passage deals with God’s people living in captivity under Babylonian rule. It was a
reminder that God was still with them, even when it seemed like God had abandoned them. Working in
hospice was one of the most difficult yet rewarding jobs | have ever done in my calling as a minister. And
honestly, there were times where | clung to this passage of scripture because | was wondering where
God was. Seeing such difficult things and having to minister to people in such arduous times really
challenged my faith. | did not have the answers | needed, and | could not see the path God was guiding
me on. | felt hopeless, scared, and uncertain, but | had to trust in God no matter what. During this time, |
was commuting to Virginia from North Carolina as | could not find a hospice chaplain position in North
Carolina. Every morning on my way to see my patients, | would drive on N. Main Street and pass this
church that always stuck out to me. It wasn’t the Methodist Church, the Episcopal Church, or the Baptist
Church. Though these churches are beautiful and I'm sure the people inside are beautiful too, it was the
Christian Church that always had me turning my head to get a better look. | would think to myself,
“What kind of church is that? | wonder what the people are like?” Never in a million years, would | think
that in just 4-5 years after those commutes and looking at Suffolk Christian Church from my car would |
answer God’s call to minister to this beautiful church. Within such a short amount of time | have already
gotten to know what kind of church this is. | have experienced what the people are like. Suffolk Christian
Church is a Godly church with a heart for all of God’s creation. Plus, the sanctuary is absolutely beautiful.
But guess what? The people inside that sanctuary are even more beautiful! | am beyond excited to be
your pastor. | can’t wait to get to know you all more on a deeper level, to do ministry together, and to
grow in Christ Jesus together. | thank God | answered the call, and | thank God you answered the call as
well.
