s Day 1

Read: Revelation 1:9-16

For these lessons, the sermon text is provided in a format that visually helps display the structure of the paragraph or
section of text. The main verbs are underlined. Commands are double-underlined. Generally, the main indicative clauses
remain to the left, and the other clauses are either directly underneath when they have equal priority to what comes
before or are tabbed to the right when the clause supports, develops, or draws a conclusion from a neighboring clause.

15. What is the biblical significance of the name “son of man”? How might Daniel 7 impact the
significance of this title? (Also compare Hebrews 2:5-9 and Ps. 8:4-6).

16. What does this title, ‘Son of Man’, mean?

17. What are the descriptions of Jesus? Consider any Biblical significance to each description. Use
scripture to support your answers?
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18. What was John’s reaction to Christ’s appearing? Verse 17

19. What would you say is the main theme of this passage?

20. Describe this passage in 21 words or less.
