Why does our church participate in the Golden Offering for
Tennessee Missions? It’s simple. Because we love Tennessee. And
any way you slice it, Tennessee is a mission field. We have to look at
the needs all around us.
¢ Approximately 80% of the population of most counties will not worship in
any church this Sunday.

e 450,000+ people of immigrant or refugee backgrounds live in TN.

e 21% of every 1,000 births were to women ages 15-19.

e 54% of 4th grade students are NOT performing at or above a proficient level
in reading.

e 55,000 people from TN are behind bars. About half of the state’s prisoners
released each year return to prison within 3 years.

¢ TN is one of the hungriest states in the country. 1 in 7 people in TN face
hunger, and 14% of households face food insecurity.

e TN is in the top 10 states in drug overdose deaths.

e TBI reports human trafficking is the 2nd highest rising crime in the state.
Every county in TN has reported cases of human trafficking.

e There are almost 5 million unchurched people in the state of TN with
currently 7.12 million people living in TN.

e There are more than 7,000 children in the TN foster care system.

We want to have the same heart for Tennessee that Nehemiah had
for Jerusalem. “When I heard these things, I sat down and wept. For
some days I mourned and fasted and prayed before the God of
heaven.” (Nehemiah 1:4) When we look at Tennessee, we mourn over
spiritual lostness. It’s the greatest problem we have, and we might be
tempted to say, it’s just impossible. But with God, all things are
possible.

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Youth on Mission

The TGBC Youth Group attended Crossings on Mission Camp at Carson
Springs Baptist Conference Center in Newport, TN July 15-19. The group
included 22 students and 6 adults. Crossings on Missions states that it “gives
students the best of both worlds, all the fun and spiritual development of
summer camp, plus the chance to live out their faith through impactful
mission work.” That is exactly what most of our parents wanted for their students
as shown in a parent poll completed by Pastor Eric.

A typical day consisted of breakfast, followed by a time of worship with Camp
Pastor Jay Barbier, the Tennessee Baptist Mission Board Youth Specialist.
Worship was followed by small groups, led by the Crossings on Mission staff and
consisting of same age and gender from across the attending youth groups. This
was our youth’s chance to get to know students from other church groups.
Following small groups, each youth group headed to their assigned mission field
for the day. More to come on that.

When we returned from our mission work, the students had free time to
explore the camp, play various games, swim, or just rest. After dinner, the
students headed back to the chapel for worship. Worship included Camp Pastor
Jay, an amazing band from Cedarville University and Crossing Staff. Following
worship, we had small groups within our Tulip Grove Baptist group, led by our six
adults.

We were assigned Angelic Ministries, Int. in Knoxville, TN as our mission
site. Angelic Ministries, Int. began in 2002, and is a non-profit nondenominational
ministry. The primary ministry of Angelic Ministries is to reach out with the
practical love of Christ to people entering our doors, by providing them furniture,
clothing, linens, kitchen supplies, and other needed household items at no cost to
them, all wrapped in the love, encouragement, and prayers of our staff and
volunteers who serve those who come to our ministry. Our students were
introduced to the mission and vision of the ministry and put right to work. Tasks
that our students took on during camp included sorting through donations of
clothes and accessories, loading vehicles with furniture, stocking food for
recipients, packaging boxes with supplies for kitchens, cleaning out the donation
chute, and pairing up thousands of donated loose shoes. The final day, our oldest
students cleaned a house that the mission was going to use to house men who
were coming through their program.

As the students worked alongside men who had been impacted by Angelic
Ministries, they were able to hear testimonies of how Jesus had placed Christian
men and women into their lives though the ministry, saving them from not only
drugs, homelessness, and despair, but to a life lived for Christ throughout eternity.
As our students lived out their love of Christ and people, they were impacted
by the despair that sin causes in this world but reminded that the blood of
Christ saves. Thanks for supporting and praying for our amazing students.

Missions Vision and General Missions Offering

John Piper has captured the urgent need for missions when he says, “Missions
exist, because worship doesn’t.” Piper’s point is that as humans we were created
to know, love, and worship God; however, in our sinful rebellion, we have
exchanged the worship of the true and living God to worship other things!
Consequently, the right worship of the true and living God doesn’t naturally exist.
Yet, by God’s grace, he has saved us from our idolatry, made us true worshipers,
and given us eternal life through Jesus Christ his Son. It is this good news of being
reconciled to our creator through Jesus Christ that we are to announce to the
world.

It’s for this reason, Tulip Grove Baptist must be a lighthouse, shining the
light of the knowledge of Christ into the darkness of this world so that sinners may
find refuge in him. This is why our mission statement says:

Tulip Grove Baptist Church exists to glorify God by making disciples of all nations
who worship Christ, are in covenant community with one another, and grow together
in the truth, love, and joy of Christ.

One of our core commitments as we seek to fulfill this mission statement is
Mission—declaring the Good News of Jesus among all peoples by the Holy Spirit’s
power for God’s Glory. With this commitment we long to see lost sinners come to
know, love, and worship their creator! For this reason, Jesus tells us “you will
receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses
in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth” (Acts 1:8).

As the book of Acts unfolds, we learn that God’s plan for spreading the good
news of Christ is through establishing new churches upon the gospel who will then
reach their local communities with the gospel. Therefore, we want to be on mission
locally in our community but also active in establishing new churches and sending
missionaries with the gospel throughout greater Nashville and around the globe for
the glory of God.

Essential to this mission work is our partnership with the Nashville Baptist
Association (NBA), Tennessee Baptist Mission Board (TBMB), the North American
Mission Board (NAMB), and the International Mission Board (IMB). In the past, we
have collected several mission offerings throughout the year to help support the
mission work of these agencies. Starting in 2025, we will consolidate these offerings
into three. We will continue our Lottie Moon Christmas Offering to support the IMB
and our Annie Armstrong Easter Offering to support NAMB. What will be new is a
General Mission Offering during the summer. Our missions team will then take
the gifts collected from this offering and distribute them to our various other
mission partners (e.g., TBMB, NBA, etc...). In this way, we’ll have three key mission
emphases each year promoting the gospel work the Lord has called us to as we seek
to be on mission where the worship of our Lord and Savior does not exist.
