Missions (GOTM), and Global Hunger Relief (GHR). 

Offerings for these missions offerings can be designated to GMO 
throughout the year, or it can be given during our annual Missions 
Celebration in August. The GMO will be divided proportionately based 
on historical giving to these missions offerings at the end of the 
calendar year.

We currently have 14 
volunteers including student ministry volunteers. The children love to see our 
teenagers at club each week! 

Our first Good News Club meeting is scheduled for September 4. We 
meet each Thursday through the end of April. The children come directly to 
our club at dismissal and stay until 4:15. Please be praying for us each week 
as we share the gospel with these precious Dodson students. To date, we have 
21 club members signed up which is where we left off last year! We are 
expecting big things this year! 

Sunday School classes are also helping. The Pillow Class is providing 
snacks for our Good News Club, and the Cantrell Class is collecting snack 
items for the Woot Woot Cart. Students earn points for things like good 
behavior and school work which they can spend on a variety of items such as 
bringing a stuffed animal to school or having lunch in a special “diner”. The 
Woot Woot Cart is full of fun snacks like Takis chips, Skittles, and Kool-aid 
Jammers and is a student favorite.
