For our project, we assembled ThankHisGiving baskets for 60
residents who come through their program EACH MONTH. The highlight of this
project is delivering these baskets and seeing the TNDR women’s faces when they
see the love that went into these baskets!

In December, IMB Missionaries Lisa & Nick Jungheim will share about their
ministry to The Deaf People affinity. During our fellowship time we will play a
Christmas gift exchange game, so bring a gift from home worth $10-$15 for the
game.
