Our
value and worth are found in our given identity, not our gained
identity. Yet Jesus came to save us not only from the penalty of
sin but the power of sin as well. He saved us so that we could be
free to become who we were created to be.: holy and righteous;
good and loving. Followers of Jesus learn to live like Jesus and
love like Jesus.

P U R S U I T

	 	 A disciple with PURSUIT seeks to know

Christ personally above all things. They seek him

through personal spiritual practices like Bible

reading and prayer. They also seek him publicly

through worship with the body of Christ.



C O M M U N I T Y
	 	 A disciple in COMMUNITY engages in

intentional, deeper relationships with a small

group of other disciples. This group shares

transformational, loving, and transparent

relationships as they seek to build each other

up.

S E R V I C E

	 	 A disciple with SERVICE has a

posture of service to others. They give of

their time, treasure, and talents to build

up the church and to help others in

need.

M I S S I O N
	 	 A disciple on MISSION joins with

Jesus in his redemptive mission in the

world. They courageously share the

gospel, in both word and deed. This

takes place in every part of their lives -

where they live, work, and play.
