CORE TEXT
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ROMANS  5:1 -11  (ESV )

Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with

God through our Lord Jesus Christ. 2 Through him we have also

obtained access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and we

rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 3 Not only that, but we rejoice in

our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, 4 and

endurance produces character, and character produces hope, 5 and

hope does not put us to shame, because God's love has been poured

into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us.

6 For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the

ungodly. 7 For one will scarcely die for a righteous person—though

perhaps for a good person one would dare even to die— 8 but God

shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died

for us. 9 Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his blood,

much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God. 10 For if

while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of

his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved

by his life. 11 More than that, we also rejoice in God through our

Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received

reconciliation.
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If your group doesn’t know each other well, or if you’ve been apart

for a while, an icebreaker is a great way to assist you in getting

reacquainted. Icebreakers also ‘break the ice’ and help people

engage in conversation. 

When you share information about yourself with others, and they

accept you for who you are, it builds trust. This trust leads to

greater transparency and openness. If you want some icebreaker

ideas, check out the resources at the end of this book.

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ROMANS  5:1 -11

Romans 5 marks a shift in Paul's letter and builds upon a central belief that

he shared in the first four chapters.

How important is the knowledge and experience of God's love for a

suffering believer? 

Why does Paul emphasize that Christ died for us "while we were still

sinners" in verse 8? How is this connected to what Paul said in the latter

part of verse 5?

In verses 10-11 Paul explains how we are reconciled to God. What is the

point of his "much more" statements in these verses?
