11.			God’s	jealousy	means	that	God	con4nually	seeks	to	protect	his	
honor.	
(for	you	shall	worship	no	other	god,	for	the	Lord,	whose	name	is	
Jealous,	is	a	jealous	God),	Exodus	34:14	

•  The	same	Hebrew	word	is	used	both	Lmes	for	jealous	
• A	literal	translaLon	is:		Because	Yahweh	jealous-es	his	name,	a	
jealous	God	is	he.	

•  It	is	not	wrong	for	God	to	seek	his	own	honor	because	there	is	no	
other	being	who	is	infinitely	worthy	of	being	praised	and	deserving	
of	all	honor	and	glory.

12.  God’s	wrath	means	that	he	intensely	hates	all	sin.	
For	the	wrath	of	God	is	revealed	from	heaven	against	all	ungodliness	
and	unrighteousness	of	men,	who	by	their	unrighteousness	suppress	
the	truth.	Romans	1:18	
Whoever	believes	in	the	Son	has	eternal	life;	whoever	does	not	obey	
the	Son	shall	not	see	life,	but	the	wrath	of	God	remains	on	him.	John	
3:36	
And	you	were	dead	in	the	trespasses	and	sins	in	which	you	once	
walked,	following	the	course	of	this	world,	following	the	prince	of	the	
power	of	the	air,	the	spirit	that	is	now	at	work	in	the	sons	of	
disobedience—among	whom	we	all	once	lived	in	the	passions	of	our	
flesh,	carrying	out	the	desires	of	the	body	and	the	mind,	and	were	by	
nature	children	of	wrath,	like	the	rest	of	mankind.	Ephesians	2:1-3

holiness.	
• Would	you	want	a	God	that	didn’t	hate	sin?		
• ChrisJans	need	not	fear	the	wrath	of	God.	
Since,	therefore,	we	have	now	been	jusJfied	by	his	blood,	much	more	
shall	we	be	saved	by	him	from	the	wrath	of	God.	Romans	5:9	
	



God’s Communicable A?ributes


12.  God’s	wrath	means	that	he	intensely	hates	all	sin.	
We	must	be	careful	to	disJnguish	between	God’s	wrath	and	our	
anger.	We	are	sinful	and	what	we	think	is	righteous	anger	may	be	sin.	
Be	angry,	and	do	not	sin;	ponder	in	your	own	hearts	on	your	beds,	
and	be	silent.	Psalm	4:4	
Refrain	from	anger,	and	forsake	wrath!	Fret	not	yourself;	it	tends	only	
to	evil.	Psalm	37:8	
Be	angry	and	do	not	sin;	do	not	let	the	sun	go	down	on	your	
anger,	and	give	no	opportunity	to	the	devil.	Ephesians	4:26-27	
let	every	person	be	quick	to	hear,	slow	to	speak,	slow	to	anger;	for	
the	anger	of	man	does	not	produce	the	righteousness	of	God.	James	
1:19-20

servant	Jesus,	whom	you	anointed,	both	Herod	and	PonJus	Pilate,	
along	with	the	GenJles	and	the	peoples	of	Israel,	to	do	whatever	
your	hand	and	by	your	plan	had	predesJned	to	take	place.	Act	
4:27-28	
•  according	to	the	purpose	of	him	who	works	all	things	according	to	
the	counsel	of	his	will	Ephesians	1:11	
•  “Worthy	are	you,	our	Lord	and	God,	to	receive	glory	and	honor	and	
power,	for	you	created	all	things,	and	by	your	will	they	existed	and	
were	created.”

necessity	to	will	because	of	his	nature.	Example:	crea4on	
• God’s	revealed	will	includes	all	the	things	we	should	do	or	God	
commands	us	to	do	in	Scripture.		
• God’s	secret	will	includes	all	his	hidden	decrees	by	which	he	governs	
the	universe	and	determines	everything	that	will	happen.
