Testament

Testament

* There are three other types of spiritual beings named in Scripture
that are created and serve and worship God.

1. Cherubim:

* He drove out the man, and at the east of the garden of Eden he
placed the cherubim and a flaming sword that turned every way
to guard the way to the tree of life. Genesis 3:24

* There | will meet with you, and from above the mercy seat, from
between the two cherubim that are on the ark of the testimony,
| will speak with you about all that | will give you in
commandment for the people of Israel. Exodus 25:22

* He rode on a cherub and flew; he came swiftly on the wings of
the wind. Psalm 18:10

2. Seraphim (mentioned only in Isaiah 6:2-7):

Above him stood the seraphim. Each had six wings: with two he
covered his face, and with two he covered his feet, and with two
he flew. And one called to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is
the Lord of hosts; the whole earth is full of his glory!” And the
foundations of the thresholds shook at the voice of him who
called, and the house was filled with smoke. And | said: “Woe is
me! For | am lost; for | am a man of unclean lips, and | dwell in the
midst of a people of unclean lips; for my eyes have seen the King,
the Lord of hosts!” Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in
his hand a burning coal that he had taken with tongs from the
altar. And he touched my mouth and said: “Behold, this has
touched your lips; your guilt is taken away, and your sin atoned
for.”

3. The Living Creatures (Ezekiel 1:5-14; Revelation 4:6-8)

* Their appearances are like the mightiest representatives of God’s
creation.

* Lion (wild beast)
* Ox (domesticated animal)
 Man (human being)
 Eagle (bird)

* They worship God continually.

And the four living creatures, each of them with six wings, are full
of eyes all around and within, and day and night they never cease
to say, “Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord God Almighty, who was and is
and is to come!” Revelation 4:8

They cast their crowns
before the throne, saying, “Worthy are you, our Lord and God,to
receive glory and honor and power, for you created all things, and by
your will they existed and were created.”

until the judgment; 2 Peter 2:4

6. Even though all humans are fallen, God has mercifully made
a way for some fallen humans to be redeemed.
