Every one of us is born in enmity towards God, we have rebelled and chose to live according to our own ways

SCRIPTURE

The heart is deceitful above all things and beyond cure. Who can understand it?- Jeremiah 17:9

him the iniquity of us all. -1saiah 53:6

Forwhoever keeps the whole law and yet stumbles at just one point is guilty of breaking all of it. -

Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, and in this way
death came to all men, because all sinned-for before the law was given, sin was in the world But sin 1s
not taken into account when there is no law.

Jesus’s death is a sacrificial substitute for us, both as a payment for our sin and in the gift of His perfect obedience to us

SCRIPTURE

But because of his great love for us, God who is rich in mercy, made us alive with Christ even when we
were dead in transgressions—it is by grace you have been saved And God raised us up with Christ and
seated us with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus, in order that in the coming ages he might
show the incomparable riches of his grace, expressed in his kindness to us in Christ Jesus. - Ephesians
2:4-7

Foreven the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for
many. - Mark 10:45

For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to God He was put
to death in the body but made alive by the Spirit. - 1 Peter 3:18

For you know that it was not with perishable things such as silver or gold that you were redeemed
from the empty way of life handed down to you from your forefathers, but with the precious blood of
Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect.
