
The Facilitator – Faithful Character in Crisis, True Religion – Js 1:26-2:13 10-4-20 
 
1. Get Acquainted:  Friendship vs Favoritism. (10 Minutes) 
 

• Friendship is the opportunity to use our gifts and talents, wisdom and skills, for the 
greatness of others.  

• Favoritism is to show deference or preference to someone with the hope of bettering 
myself or my agenda. 

 

When has someone befriended you by employing their gifts and talents, wisdom and skill 
for your betterment? 
 

Tell a story of favoritism from your experience.  What was the result?  What was 
accomplished?  Love?  Friendship?  Love for God?  Division? Resentment? 

 

2. Worship:  “Worthing in God”  “Worthing in Jesus” (10 Minutes) 
Songs are some of God’s greatest gifts to help us “glory” or “worth” ourselves in our Heavenly 
Father, Holy Spirit and Jesus.  They include words of affection describing His creation, His 
redemption, His love and His promise of Eternity.  While there are many ways to worship or 
worth ourselves in Jesus, consider reading the lyrics as you listen to whichever songs you pick 
for our worship Sunday.  Take some time after to thank God for Jason and our worship band.

3. Kingdom Centered Prayer:  YOU CAN PRAY WITH US… (10 Minutes) 
 

1. Worship:  Worship the LORD for His loving kindness and mercy.  Praise Him, Father, Son and Holy 
Spirit that He is purely good, and that His call for us to live with integrity is good for us as well as our 
neighbors. 
 
2. Confession:  How have you lived self-interested in your relationships, seeking your own advantage 
more than you’ve sought the well-being of others?  Confess your selfish, loveless ways to Jesus, asking 
Him to forgive you and change you truly. 
 
3. Thanksgiving:  Give thanks to Jesus for His mercy to absorb all of your failures and be dragged into 
court to face your charges.  Thank Him that rather than discarding us as worthless, that He loves us 
and places His worth upon us! 
 
4. Supplication Others:  Who do you know that is manipulative or utilitarian in how they treat people?  
Pray for them, asking the Lord to have mercy on them and open their eyes to how HE loves even them 
in their failures and sin. 
 
5. Supplication Transformation: Ask the Holy Spirit to bear in you His gracious character.  Pray that He 
would help you to a) know His mercy to you in your sin, and 2) trust Jesus’ enriching power so that 
you would be different from this world. 
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4. Sermon Reflection:  (10 Minutes) 
 
HOW DO WE TREAT PEOPLE BADLY? 
How do we seek to use people rather than see them as beautiful? 
 

Why do we see people as worthless (empty, profitless)?  Because we see people in the 
likeness of their god (idol = worthless image) 

o Who are the people you are tempted to see as worthless? 
 

Why do we show favoritism?  Beware CG’s!! 
 

HOW JESUS HAS TREATED US 
How is the Gospel a miracle of God’s grace and mercy?

5. Mission:  Greatness:  “Helping you be great IS my calling too.” (10 Minutes) 
Jesus disadvantaged Himself to save me when I can offer Him no gain.  So, if I believe Him, then I can 
disadvantage myself to help others also.  Reshaped by Jesus, I start to see people through the lens of His 
work: by creation, they share His image; by redemption they are invaluable. 
Think about your week:   
• Where is there an opportunity for you to take the low place with joy for the betterment of another? 
• Who is there that would be blessed by a thank you? 
• Maybe head into the week with $100 asking the Lord to show you someone in need that you can 

help in such a way that they can’t find out.   
• Maybe practice some “true religion” and take some money by Florida Baptist Children’s Home or 

support our very own Tammy Scruggs with A Woman’s Choice Walk “anywhere” for Life fundraiser.
