Luke 14:26-30, 33 “If anyone comes to me and does not hate his own father and mother and wife and children and 
brothers and sisters, yes, and even his own life, he cannot be my disciple. Whoever does not bear his own cross and 
come after me cannot be my disciple. For which of you, desiring to build a tower, does not first sit down and count the 
cost, whether he has enough to complete it? Otherwise, when he has laid a foundation and is not able to finish, all who 
see it begin to mock him, saying, ‘This man began to build and was not able to finish.’… So therefore, any one of you 
who does not renounce all that he has cannot be my disciple.


Matt 11:28-30 - “Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and 
learn from me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden 
is light.”

Eph. 5:1-2, 15, 21-22, 25, 6:1-5, “Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children. And walk in love, as Christ loved us 
and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God….Look carefully then how you walk, not as unwise but 
as wise…submitting to one another out of reverence for Christ. Wives, submit to your own husbands, as to the Lord…
Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her… Children, obey your parents in the 
Lord, for this is right. “Honor your father and mother” (this is the first commandment with a promise), “that it may go well 
with you and that you may live long in the land.” Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger, but bring them up in the 
discipline and instruction of the Lord. Bondservants, obey your earthly masters with fear and trembling, with a sincere 
heart, as you would Christ…”

4:11-16 “And he gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the shepherds and teachers, to equip the saints 
for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until we all attain to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge 
of the Son of God, to mature manhood, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ, so that we may no longer 
be children, tossed to and fro by the waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by human cunning, by craftiness 
in deceitful schemes. Rather, speaking the truth in love, we are to grow up in every way into him who is the head, into 
Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and held together by every joint with which it is equipped, when each part is 
working properly, makes the body grow so that it builds itself up in love.”
