CALL TO WORSHIP | 1 Corinthians 2:6-10a (ESV)
We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

Yet among the mature we do impart wisdom, although it is not a wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are
doomed to pass away. But we impart a secret and hidden wisdom of God, which God decreed before the ages for our
glory. None of the rulers of this age understood this, for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. But,
as it is written, “What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor the heart of man imagined, what God has prepared for those
who love him”— these things God has revealed to us through the Spirit.

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION

us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | Ephesians 1:16-23 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus

15:5 A fool despises his father’s instruction,
but whoever heeds reproof is prudent. ... 24 The path of life leads upward for the prudent,
that he may turn away from Sheol beneath.

Pray for his help for you
to grow in prudence — self- and situational-awareness, especially in light of everything Jesus has
given us.
