Pray	for	them,	asking	the	Lord	to	
make	known	to	them	the	hope	of	Jesus’	victory	over	everything	wrong	in	us.	

5. Ask	the	Holy	Spirit	to	bear	in	you	the	fruit	of	joy	at	the	miracle	of	Jesus’	 love	and	power.	Pray	that	you	
would	be	more	and	more	defined	by	what	Jesus	has	done	for	you	than	by	what	you’ve	done,	or	failed	to	
do.
