SONG OF GATHERING & PREPARATION
The people of God always sang as they ascended the hill in Jerusalem up to the temple to worship (see Psalms 120-134).

Build My Life
CALL TO WORSHIP | Psalm 111:1-4, 9-10 (ESV)

We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

Praise the LORD! | will give thanks to the LORD with my whole heart, in the company of the upright, in the
congregation. Great are the works of the LORD, studied by all who delight in them. Full of splendor and majesty is
his work, and his righteousness endures forever. He has caused his wondrous works to be remembered; the LORD is
gracious and merciful. ... He sent redemption to his people; he has commanded his covenant forever. Holy and
awesome is his name! The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; all those who practice it have a good
understanding. His praise endures forever!

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION
We pray together praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to live up to what He expects of
us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | 1 Peter 3:14-18 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus
Christ.

But even if you should suffer for righteousness’ sake, you will be blessed. Have no fear of them, nor be troubled,
but in your hearts honor Christ the Lord as holy, always being prepared to make a defense to anyone who asks you
for a reason for the hope that is in you; yet do it with gentleness and respect, having a good conscience, so that,
when you are slandered, those who revile your good behavior in Christ may be put to shame. For it is better to
suffer for doing good, if that should be God’s will, than for doing evil. For Christ also suffered once for sins, the
righteous for the unrighteous, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive in the
spirit.

We respond to the good news of God’s mercy and grace for us in Jesus by giving generously to the work of His church and
the kingdom of God.

Q.31. Whatis effectual calling?

A. Effectual calling is the work of God’s Spirit, whereby, convincing us of our sin and misery, enlightening
our minds in the knowledge of Christ, and renewing our wills he doth persuade and enable us to
embrace Jesus Christ, freely offered to us in the gospel.

Q. 32. What benefits do they that are effectually called partake of in this life?
A. They that are effectually called do in this life partake of justification, adoption, and sanctification, and
the several benefits which in this life do either accompany or flow from them.
