CALL TO WORSHIP | Psalm 19:1-3, 7-8, 13-14 (ESV)

We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

The heavens declare the glory of God, and the sky above proclaims his handiwork. Day to day pours out speech,
and night to night reveals knowledge. There is no speech, nor are there words, whose voice is not heard. ... The law
of the LORD is perfect, reviving the soul; the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple; the precepts of
the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart; the commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes. ... Keep back
your servant also from presumptuous sins; let them not have dominion over me! Then | shall be blameless, and
innocent of great transgression. Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be acceptable in your
sight, O LORD, my rock and my redeemer.

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION
We pray together praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to live up to what He expects of
us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | 1 Corinthians 1:27-31 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus
Christ.

But God chose what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world to shame the
strong; God chose what is low and despised in the world, even things that are not, to bring to nothing things that
are, so that no human being might boast in the presence of God. And because of him you are in Christ Jesus, who
became to us wisdom from God, righteousness and sanctification and redemption, so that, as it is written, “Let the
one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”

WORSHIP THROUGH GIVING

the kingdom of God.
