We Listen to God’s Word | JOHN 20:19-29

had said this, he showed them his
hands and his side. Then the disciples
were glad when they saw the Lord.
[21] Jesus said to them again, “Peace
be with you. As the Father has sent
me, even so | am sending you.”

[22] And when he had said this, he
breathed on them and said to them,
“Receive the Holy Spirit. [23] If you
forgive the sins of any, they are

forgiven them; if you withhold
forgiveness from any, it is withheld.”
[24] Now Thomas, one of the twelve,
called the Twin, was not with them
when Jesus came. [25] So the other
disciples told him, “We have seen the
Lord.”

Remember how he told you, while he was still in Galilee, [7] that the Son of
Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men and be crucified and on the
third day rise.”

[10] Now it was Mary
Magdalene and Joanna and Mary the mother of James and the other women with
them who told these things to the apostles, [11] but these words seemed to them an
idle tale, and they did not believe them. [12] But Peter rose and ran to the tomb;
stooping and looking in, he saw the linen cloths by themselves; and he went home
marveling at what had happened.
