1. How does Paul describe his calling and
ministry in verses 7–8, and what does
this teach us about God's grace and
purpose in our own lives?
2. Verse 10 says that through the church,
God’s wisdom is made known to the
heavenly realms. What does this mean
for how we live as a church community
today?
3. Paul encourages the Ephesians not to
be discouraged by his sufferings (v. 13).
How can we maintain hope and
perspective when we or others suffer for
the gospel?

Questions for Family Worship and Community Groups

CHILDREN’S QUESTIONS:
1. Paul said God gave him a special job
to tell people about Jesus. What special
jobs do you think God gives to people
today?
2. What do you think it means when Paul
says that Jesus' love is so big that we
can’t even measure it?
3. Paul was in prison but still told people
about Jesus. Can you think of a time
when it was hard to do the right thing,
but you did it anyway?
