How might you today
rewrite these verses speak to the
realities of your life in a broken world?

3. Verses 11-12 are famously quoted
during Jesus’ temptation in the
wilderness (Matthew 4:5-7). Why do
you think Satan used this psalm, and

how does Jesus’ response help us
understand the true meaning and
application of God’s protection?

CHILDREN’S QUESTIONS:

1. Psalm 91 says God is our “shelter”
and “fortress.” What do you think it
means for God to be like a safe house
or a strong wall for us?

2. How did Jesus show us that we can
trust God to protect us and always be
with us?

3. Remember to talk to Jesus when
you’re scared this week. What might
you say?
