Questions for Community Groups and Families:

Though the nations rage,
Kingdoms rise and fall,
There is still one King
Reigning over all.

1. Psalm 93 says the floods “lift up their
roaring.”  Where do you feel the “floods”
roaring most loudly right now (at work, at
home, in the news, in your life)? 
2. How do you usually try to quiet those
floods on your own, and how does
remembering “The LORD reigns” (v. 1)
invite you into a different response?
3. Psalm 93 ends with this promise:
“Holiness befits your house, O LORD,
forevermore.” Through Christ we are
being built into that holy house. Where
do you find it hard to believe that Jesus
is actually changing you?  How might
resting in His finished work on the cross
rather than your own efforts free you to
grow in holiness with hope in this area?

CHILDREN’S QUESTIONS:
1. What’s the loudest sound you’ve ever heard
(a thunderstorm? fireworks? a barking dog?)?
2. Sometimes the world feels really big and
we feel really small around loud sounds; like
being caught in a storm.  Can you remember
a time you felt small or afraid? What do you
think Jesus, the King who calms storms, wants
you to remember when you feel that way? 
3. The psalm says God is bigger than any
storm, more powerful than any flood.
Imagine the best home you can think of, a
cozy, safe, place full of love. If you belong
to Jesus, He says you are safe with Him in
His forever home. What do you think it will
be like to live with Him in His perfect
world one day?  How can you show that
you belong to His family right now?
