Questions for Community Groups and Families:

1. Since it is abundantly clear from the
biblical history (and let’s be honest our
own history) that we are quick to forget all
of God’s amazing works in the past. Take
some time to recount God’s deliverances
in your own life, share with your
community group or family reminders of
God’'s saving works that you have
experienced in the past.

2. The sense of unfinished business that
the psalmist wrestles with in vv 4-7
reminds us that God is not a spectator in
the work of restoration but the instigator.
How does this thought give you comfort
and peace? How should it affect our
prayers?

3. In the closing verses we have a vivid
picture of Jesus. All that he is and all that
he did is summarized in vv 10-13. If this was
given to the post-exiled Israelite in order to
give them hope—what does it point to for
us and how should it affect our thoughts of
the future?

4. Since the perfection we desire is not to
be found in this life, how should we pray?
What should we strive for?

5. This psalm has a cycle that reflects the
cycle of sanctification of the individual
believer. Try the cycle of remembrance,
request and rest in your own devotional
life this week.
