Questions for Family Worship and Community Groups

1. Paul says Christ broke down the walls
of hostility.

2. Pastor Blake said that Paul’s words in
Ephesians 2:14-18 mean that our primary
identity in Christ transcend’s politics,
nationality, race, and social status.

Can you share an example of how your
identity in Christ has changed the way
you view or treat others?

prompting you to address this week?
What practical step can you take toward
reconciliation or deeper peace?
CHILDREN'’S QUESTIONS:

1. Why do we sometimes fight or argue
with our friends or siblings? How can
Jesus help us be friends again when we
are upset with each other?

2. The Bible says everyone who trusts in
Jesus is part of one big family. How do
you treat someone who is part of your
family? How does knowing we're all part
of God's family change how we treat
others?

3. Jesus forgave us, even when we didn’t
deserve it. Is there someone you need to
forgive or say sorry to this week? What
can you do to show them Jesus’ love
and kindness?
