We Confess Our Faith | Nicene Creed (325 AD)

| believe in one God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth, and of
all things visible and invisible.

Community Group and Family Questions:

1. Jesus redeemed our wasted, sinful lives by
giving His life for us.

Where in your
weekly rhythms are you most tempted to
“waste the time” instead of redeeming it?
What practical step could help you live more
intentionally both in your work and rest?

2. When you feel empty, what are the
“substitutes” you most often turn to instead
of being filled with the Spirit (busyness,
entertainment, work, food, drink, approval)?
What threats (habits, cultural issues, sources
of anxiety, fear) cause you to turn to those?

3. Our passage ends with singing,

thanksgiving, and humble submission. Which of
these is hardest for you right now? What might
it look like for your community group to cultivate
more of that together?

CHILDREN’S QUESTIONS:

1. When you feel sad, bored, or mad, how can
you turn to Jesus and ask Him to help you
instead of just looking to toys, games, or snacks?
2. Jesus made us part of His big family, the
visible church, through our baptism. What’s one
of your favorite songs we sing at church?
(Considering singing a verse of it together.)
What does singing that song together teach us
about God the Father, God the Son, and / or
God the Holy Spirit?
