Questions for Community Groups and Families:

1. Paul begins with the indicative: “You are
beloved children.” How does starting with
identity in Christ protect us from both
legalism (trying to earn God’'s love) and
license (abusing God’s love)? In what areas of
your life do you feel tempted toward one or
the other?

2. Paul warns us against counterfeit loves —
immorality, greed, crude speech — and
contrasts them with the self giving love of
Christ. Which counterfeit love most tempts
you with a false promise (intimacy, security,
or belonging)? How can the gospel reorient
your desires toward Christ as the true
fulfillment?

3. Pastor Blake used the image: “Don’t staple
fruit on a dead tree.” What would it practically

look like in your life this week to cultivate the
healthy root of justification (resting in God’s
verdict) in order to see the fruit of sanctification
(holiness and love) grow naturally?

CHILDREN’S QUESTIONS:
1. God calls us His “beloved children.” How do
you know God loves you? Who showed that
love most clearly?
2. Paul says some “loves” are fake (like greed or
selfishness). Can you think of something that
seems nice at first but really isn’t good? How is
Jesus’ love different?
3. Walking means living every day. What is one
way you could “walk in love” at school or at
home this week — maybe in how you share,
speak kindly, or help someone?
