Community Group and Family Questions:

The following questions help us dialog with the sermon, music, and liturgy in this
morning’s worship service.

3. Where have you recently had opportunities
to “shine” Christ’s light in small, everyday
ways (at home, work, neighborhood), and
how did it feel to step into those moments?
CHILDREN’S QUESTIONS:

1. When have you been in total darkness and
felt scared? How did it change when light
came?

2. The Bible says Jesus makes us “light” in
Him. What do you think it means to shine for
Him at school or with friends?

3. What is one way you can show Jesus’ light
in your family this week? (Hint: maybe with
kindness, patience, sharing, or prayer)
