Employment Assistance: 
 
Workforce Solutions Capital Area (WFS Capital Area):  
Career centers offering free job search & training, career counseling, job listings, 
resume/interview help, subsidized child-care support for eligible participants, youth services, 
veteran services, programs for people with disabilities, and short-term occupational training. 
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Austin Area Urban League (AAUL) — Workforce & Career Development + Tech & Career 
Academy: 
Provides occupational training and certifications in fields like IT, trades, medical/health-information tech, 

construction, maintenance, and more. Also offers job readiness, career counseling, placement help, and 
special support for people with past justice-system involvement.

The Arc of the Capital Area — Pathways to Employment Program: Offers a free 5-week work-readiness 

program (resume help, interview prep, personalized employment plan) for individuals in Austin/Travis County 
who need help entering or re-entering the workforce. arcaustin.org 

 
 

Other Ideas for Assistance: 
 
Employer-based or union assistance: Some employers, unions, or professional groups have emergency funds 

for employees or members. It never hurts to ask HR or union reps. 
 
Neighborhood apps: Platforms like Nextdoor or Facebook groups can alert you to temporary assistance, 

local drives, and community funds. 
 
Local gigs: Handyman services, babysitting, pet-sitting, lawn care, or house cleaning. Apps like TaskRabbit can 

connect you to these jobs.
