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Leviticus 10:10 You are to distinguish between the holy and the common, and between
the unclean and the clean, (ESV)

The parallel between “holy” and “clean” (and “common” and “unclean”) reveals that
the command was related to one’s spiritual condition, though physical actions were
often involved.
